Dear Parents/Carers

In September we launched a ‘Parent Information Evening’ programme, where parents from different year groups were invited 
to an information evening outlining key aspects of the year ahead through a series of presentations from senior staff.  Using a 
similar format, on Tuesday 17th March the school will host an information evening outlining progress during the year so far 
and priorities for the remainder of the year.  This evening will also include an update from Redhill Executive Headteacher, Tim 
Croft, on key developments across the wider Redhill Trust, and on how the relationship between Redhill and Brookfield is 
progressing.
